Romania’s biggest aqua-park opens gates near Bucharest
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The biggest aqua park of Romania, ‘La Plaja’, will open this summer at Chiajna, near km
13 of the Bucharest-Pitesti motorway, with a surface of 42,000 square meters and a
capacity of 7,500 visitors each day.

The aqua-park is the first phase of the Divertiland project that will spread on more than 35
hectares, due for completion in 2015. It will feature a sandy beach, swimming pools with waves,
water toboggans, even a tropical island, as well as restaurants, snack bars, shops, cafes and a
medical facility.

The park will be crossed by a ‘Lazy River’, with multi-level ‘Rain Castle’ in the center. Upon
completion, Divertiland will receive approximately 1,000,000 visitors each year.

Phases of the project

2012 — ‘La Plaja’ Aqua Park — open air

2013 - Adventure Park — open air

2014 - Oasis Fun Center — indoor family fun center, with its own aqua park and other
amusements

2015 - Sports & Wellness Club, spa included

Currently, the biggest aqua-park near Bucharest is the ‘Water Park Otopeni’ — 27 toboggans, 9

swimming pools and a beach-volley ground. Lounges and umbrellas are included in the ticket
price (30 RON on weekdays and 50 RON during weekend).

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Turigtii se vor putea bucura de piscina care produce valuri gi care recreeaza atmosfera unei
insule tropicale, dar si de 27 de tobogane numai bune de pompat adrenalind in corp, unele
inalte de 17 metri.

Parcul va fi traversat de un ,Rau Lenes", iar in centru va fi ,Cetatea Ploii", o atractie construita
pe mai multe niveluri. Taramul distractiei va cuprinde patru amplasamente diferite si urmeaza a
fi gata in 2015. La finalizarea sa, dezvoltatorii ,Divertiland Park" estimeaza un numar total de
aproximativ 1.000.000 de vizitatori anual.
