Gheorghe Marmureanu: “Something is wrong! There are too many strong earthquakes”
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The Earth is shaking! Scientists find no explanation to the 39 earthquakes that rocked
the planet in just two days. “Something is wrong! There are too many strong
earthquakes” believes Romania’s top seismologist, Gheorghe Marmureanu, who finds
the latest Indonesian quake very unusual.

The series of tremors debuted with the two big quakes (8.6 and 8.2 on the Richter scale) that
rocked Indonesia these days. Just hours later, three more earthquakes panicked Mexico (7, 6.9
and 6.2 on the Richter scale). Also yesterday, two minor quakes occurred in Romania —
magnitude 3.5 under the Black Sea shelf and magnitude 3.5 in Vrancea.

“A surprise that cannot be explained by science”

According to Marmureanu, there is no relation between the quakes that shook the planet during
the last two days, but what happened in Indonesia came as a surprise that cannot be explained
by science. “Statistics show that, in this region of Asia, there is one big earthquake every 500
years, roughly. However, since 2004, there already were three quakes with magnitudes above
8, which is out of seismological statistics. Something is wrong! There are too many big quakes
in the Indonesian area,” Marmureanu warns.

Startul acestui “lant” de seisme a fost dat de cele doua cutremure de 8,6 si 8,2 grade pe scara
Richter care au zguduit miercuri zona Indoneziei. La cateva ore, alte trei cutremure aveau sa
zgaltaie Mexicul, primul de 7 grade, urmatoarele de 6,9 si 6,2 grade. Tot ieri, si in Roméania s-au
produs d o u a cutremure, unul in Marea Neagra - 2,5 grade, celalalt in zona Vrancea - 3,5
grade.
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«Q surpriza ce nu poate fi explicata stiintific»

Seismologul Gheorghe Marmureanu este de parere ca toate aceste cutremure din ultimele
doua zile nu au legatura intre ele, dar ca ceea ce s-a intamplat in Indonezia este o surpriza
care nu poate fi explicata stiintific. “Conform datelor statistice, in acea zona a Asiei, marile
seisme se petrec o data la aproximativ 500 de ani. Dar din 2004 incoace acolo s-au inregistrat
deja trei seisme de peste 8 grade, ceea ce iese din stiinia statistica a seismologiei, ce nu se
poate explica. Ceva nu e in reguld! Sunt prea multe seisme mari in zona Indoneziei”, a spus
Marmureanu pentru Libertatea.
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
