Shocking statements: Otopeni pirate taxi drivers cheat customers with police help
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Pirate taxi drivers who work in the Otopeni Airport area cheat customers with police
help. The statement was made by one of the drivers. The confession of the driver who
left the Japanese student with her alleged killer in a forest was exclusively recorded by a
Romania TV team.

Razvan Viorel Covali, the driver who took Yurica Masuno to a forest, revealed some of the
illegalities committed by fellow drivers.

“So pay attention what drivers do at the airport, with police help! They approach customers. The
customer, let’s say, asks to go to Bucharest. The driver doesn’t go to Bucharest. It takes a right,
on Jandarmeriei, there’s nobody there, it’s just a forest. They mug the customers, take their
money,” Covali said.

The drivers tell airport police about who they robbed and the police cover for them. The police
“take out their picture from the file, they delete the photo from the data base.” The person who
was mugged comes to file a complaint, it asked to identify the driver from a list of suspects and
of course they cannot if the driver’s photo was removed, Ciovali added.

The police and the guilty taxi driver then split the profit 50-50.

The fact that the victims file a robbery complaint only after reaching their destination makes it
impossible to centralize all the cases. The police had no immediate comment on the
accusations.

"Sa vezi ce talharii se fac! Deci, fii atent ce se face in aeroport de catre pirati, mana-n mana cu

politistii! Acosteaza clienti. Clientul, sa zicem, cere in Bucuresti. El nu o ia spre Bucuresti. Face
dreapta, pe Jandarmeriei. Ca e pustiu. E padurea aia. Il talhdreste, ii ia banii, 600-700 de euro",
a dezvaluit Razvan Viorel Covali.

Sub pretextul unei defectiuni, magina se opreste in dreptul padurii. Tanarul spune ca, in acest
moment, isi intra-n rol cel de-al doilea taximetrist. "In Jandarmeriei fi ia tot ce are ea pe ea:
bani, telefon, tot. Asta se duce la aeroport, il cheama pe politistul de la aeroport cu care au ei
blaturi. "Bai, sefule, am facut-o. Vezi ca i-am luat uneia nigte bani". Ce face gaborul? Se duce in
catalog, scoate poza lui, pentru ca i au si ei fotografiati, scanati", a mai spus taximetristul.

Razvan Viorel Covali sustine ca poliistii ii acopera contra-cost pe taximetristii talhari. "Scoate
poza din dosar, i-o arunca in sertar. Din calculator, din baza de date, ii sterge poza. Vine ala
care a fost talharit, d& declaratie. "B&, daca-| vezi in catalogul &sta il recunosti?" "Da." ii pune
catalogul, ala normal ca n-are cum sa recunoasca daca i-a scos poza si i-a lasat-o in sertar. Ce
zice gaborul de la aeroport? "O fi de la aeroportul celalalt din Bucuresti. "Du-te, gaseste-I si vino
cu el la mine". Gaborul il cheama inapoi pe taximetristul-pirat: "Vezi ca i-ai luat clientului bani.
Vezi ca jumatate sunt ai mei! Politistul stie exact cat, pentru ca cel talharit declara in declaratie!
Taman bine stie politistul cat sa-i ceara! Sunt politisti acolo care rezista de pe vremea lui
Ceausescu. Tot ce se face, se face cu acordul lor!", a adaugat taximetristul.

Faptul ca victimele reclama ca au fost talharite abia dupa ce ajung la destinatie, face ca
centralizarea acestor cazuri sa fie imposibil de facut. Pana la aceasta ora, reactia oficiala a
Politiei nu a sosit.
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
