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In 1989 all Socialist countries peacefully switched to democracy, all but Romania where
the revolution was bloody.

Ceausescu had to go.

On the night of December 14 to December 15, 1989, two secret flights took off for Kiev and
Tehran. Each airplane had 12 tons of gold onboard. The first was for the Russians, as a price
for Ceausescu’s freedom. The second was to be taken over several days later in Tehran by the
dictator’s family who was then supposed to leave for and settle in Chile. The Russians wanted a
velvet revolution in Romania too, without bloodshed. Thus, after negotiations with the USSR, on
December 17, Ceausescu stated he will resign. On the 18th he was in Iran’s capital Tehran on a
friendship visit.”

General Gez claims that Ceausescu resigned on December 17, at 7.45 PM, during the
Executive Political Committee meeting, at a time when Timisoara was in the midst of a
full-blown civil war.

“Strangely, the page that recorded that moment disappeared from the transcript and was
recreated on January 4, 1990, by Maria lonescu, the person who had recorded the data. In this
version Ceausescu is shown saying the following: “So you disagree with the measures
proposed?! Then choose another secretary general!” On December 18 the ‘Scanteia Tineretului
published an article that was a signal for the Securitate forces to go forward with the coup
d’état, which in fact happened. On December 20 Ceausescu returned to Bucharest, being
persuaded by some structures, who badly wanted him dead, that everything was under control
in the country. What followed is known, the execution of the dictators and the transformation of
Romania into what we are all seeing. Nothing is known about the gold in Tehran. The plane that
flew it to Iran returned without cargo on January 4, 1990,” General Gez stated.
