Sculptor Marcel Guguianu dies at 89. His heart will be placed in a sculpture
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Sculptor Marcel Guguianu died on Monday night, at 89. His last wish was that his heart
be removed and taken to Barlad, in order to be placed in a sculpture in the yard of the
exhibition pavilion that bears his name, according to Mediafax.

Guguianu leaves behind an impressive number of monumental sculpture works, statue groups,
bronze and marble busts of writers, poets, scientists, actors, located in various parks, public
gardens, institutions, theaters and museums both across Romania and abroad.

Many of his works are part of private and state collections in Romania, Italy, Canada, Denmark,
the Netherlands, France, Germany, Japan, Greece, US, South America and so on, while
Barlad, his home town, hosts an exhibition pavilion named after him.

It is in this space that the sculptor wanted his heart to be placed, in a special recess left by the
master in the sculpture “Rugaciune” (Prayer). Guguianu will be buried in Barlad.

Born on June 28, 1922, Guguianu was a student of the Fine Arts Academy of Bucharest, he

was a teacher of sculpture and drawing, restoration advisor for historical and art monuments,
permanent member of the Union of Visual Artists and member of the World Bank (one of his

sculptures became the emblem of the World Bank’s culture division).

He was decorated with the Romania Star Order, Knight by President lon lliescu in 2002, when
he turned 80 years old and celebrated 60 years of activity. He has also received various
distinctions from San Marino, Brazil and US institutions.

Marcel Guguianu lasa in urma un numar impresionant de lucrari de sculptura monumentala,
ansambluri statuare, busturi bronz si marmura ale unor scriitori, poeti, savantii, actori, amplasate
in parcuri, gradini publice, institutii, teatre si muzee, in orase din Romania si din strainatate.

Numeroase opere ale sale fac parte din colectii particulare si de stat, in Romania, Italia,
Canada, Danemarca, Olanda, Franta, Germania, Japonia, Grecia, SUA, America de Sud etc.,
iar la Béarlad, orasul sau natal, exista un pavilion expozitional care ii poarta numele.

in acest spatiu, sculptorul a dorit s& ii fie depus inima, avand un loc special pregatit de
maestru in sculptura "Rugaciune”, la capatul Aleii Nemuririi. El si-a mai dorit ca medicul Mircea
Beuran, unul dintre cei mai buni prieteni ai sai, sa-i scoata inima dupa deces.

Marcel Guguianu va fi inmormantat la Barlad.

Nascut pe 28 iunie 1922, Guguianu a fost student al Academiei de Arte Frumoase Bucuresti,
sub indrumarea profesorului Cornel Medrea. A fost profesor de sculptura si desen, consilier
restaurator pentru monumente istorice si de arta, membru permanent al Uniunii Artigtilor Plastici
din Romania si membru al Bancii Mondiale (statueta sa "Ciocérlia" a devenit Emblema diviziei
de cultura a Bancii Mondiale, Washington). A fost si profesor de sculptura invitat al statului San
Marino.

Marcel Guguianu a fost decorat cu Ordinul Steaua Romaniei in grad de Cavaler de presedintele
lon lliescu, in 2002, la implinirea varstei de 80 de ani si respectiv a 60 de ani de activitate, dar si
cu multe alte titluri si distinctii, din partea unor institutii din Italia, San Marino, Brazilia si SUA.
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
