Tourism circuit in Bucharest on Floreasca and Tei lakes: 6 ports, 12 piers, 2 amphitheatres and a multifur
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According to a project whose financing contract was signed by Bucharest Mayor Sorin
Oprescu and Deputy Prime Minister Liviu Dragnea, Bucharest will have a tourism circuit
on the Floreasca and Tei lakes, one that will include ports, piers, swimming pools, as
well as halls for cultural and entertainment activities.

The project, to be financed through the Regional Operation Program Priority Axis 5, will cost
RON 88,355,487.98, of which RON 23,519,736.61 in non-reimbursable funds, the Bucharest
City Hall set to cover the difference.

Bucharest Mayor Sorin Oprescu stated that “this project represents a segment of the 60
kilometers of lakes that Bucharest has, from Straulesti to Pantelimon, namely a middle segment
that entails fewer money to arrange.” “We will be leaving from Herastrau, through the lock, in
Bordei Park, namely Bordei Lake, then enter the Floreasca Lake and then Tei Lake. We are
primarily building an access route for light vessels,” the Bucharest Mayor stated.

The construction works will last 28 months, the surface built for tourism set to total 11.1
hectares.

The project entails the construction of 6 ports, 12 piers for small boats, two amphitheaters with
240 seats each, a multifunctional hall with 360 seats and a surface of 260 square meters, three
swimming pools and three pavilions for cultural and entertainment activities. At the same time,
approximately 4 kilometers of bicycle tracks will be built along the banks. Five lifeguard posts
will also be built.

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Capitala va avea un circuit turistic pe lacurile Floreasca si Tei, care va include porturi
turistice, debarcadere, piscine, dar si sali pentru activitati culturale si agrement, potrivit
unui proiect al carui contract de finantare a fost semnat de primarul Sorin Oprescu si
vicepremierul Liviu Dragnea.

Proiectul, realizat prin Programul Operational Regional - Axa prioritara 5, costa 88.355.487,98
de lei, din care asistenta financiara nerambursabila este de 23.519.736,61 lei, primaria Capitalei
urmand sa asigure restul bugetului necesar.

Primarul general al Capitalei, Sorin Oprescu, a declarat ca "acest proiect reprezinta un segment
din cei 60 de kilometri din salba de lacuri a Capitalei, de la Straulesti la Pantelimon, respectiv un
segment de mijloc care presupune mai putini bani pentru amenajare". "Plecam din Herastrau,
prin ecluza, in Parcul Bordei, respectiv Lacul Bordei, apoi in Lacul Floreasca si ajungem in
Lacul Tei. Construim in primul rand o cale de acces pentru ambarcatiunile ugoare. (...) Mi-am
facut toate socotelile si, in conditiile unui buget de restriste, vom finaliza acest proiect”, a mai
spus edilul sef al Capitalei.

Proiectul va fi implementat pe o durata de 28 de luni, suprafata totala amenajata pentru turism
fiind de 11,1 hectare.

in cadrul acestui proiect, vor fi amenajate sase porturi turistice, 12 debarcadere pentru
ambarcatiunile mici de agrement si ambarcatiunile turistice, doua amfiteatre cu cate 240 de
locuri fiecare si o sala polifunctionala cu o capacitate de 360 de locuri si o suprafata de 260
metri patrati, dar si trei piscine destinate agrementului si trei pavilioane pentru activitati culturale
si agrement. Totodata vor fi realizati aproximativ patru kilometri de piste pentru biciclisti de-a
lungul malurilor, dar si cinci posturi de salvamar.

"Pistele de bicicligti nu vor avea surprizele celor construite in orag, respectiv magini parcate de
trotuare si alte obstacole,deoarece vor fi construite pe malul lacurilor”, a subliniat Oprescu.
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
