ADRIAN NASTASE has been RELEASED: “It’s all good, we’ll talk in a few days”

Former premier Adrian Nastase was released from the Jilava Penitentiary after the
Bucharest Court rejected on Monday the National Anticorruption Directorate’s (DNA)
appeal. The panel of judges, chaired by loana Cleopatra Sipoteanu and consisting of
judge Carmen Constanta Balaci and judge Florentina Vasilateanu, decided with a
majority of votes to reject the DNA appeal against the District 4 Court ruling and to
release Adrian Nastase. “I'll see you in a few days and we’ll talk more then,” Adrian
Nastase stated. He was met by his eldest son Andrei and by PSD National Council’s
General Secretary Codrin Stefanescu.

Several minutes after the verdict was pronounced an entry in which the former premier
comments the decision appeared on Adrian Nastase’s blog. “I believe you found out the
Bucharest Court’s decision in what concerns my parole. | am happy to return home, to my
family and friends. For several days | will use my time solely “to breathe” freedom and to think
about future projects. See you soon! P.S. During this period | will not be making statements or
giving interviews to the press,” Adrian Nastase wrote for his fans.

The court rejected the DNA appeal and upheld the favorable ruling that the District 4 Court had
made. The Bucharest Court’s decision was taken with two votes in favor and one against, being
then communicated to the Jilava Penitentiary. The Jilava Penitentiary’s parole commission had
given its green light in the Adrian Nastase case on January 4, noting that the parole period of a
third of the sentence was met, considering the former prime minister’s activities in jail too and
the fact that he published three books. On February 12 the District 4 Court admitted the former
premier’s release on parole, however the DNA appealed against the decision.

The court took note of the fact that Adrian Nastase (62) served the legal fraction of a third of the
sentence received. At the time the parole request was analyzed by the District 4 Court he had
spent 284 days in jail, including the days waved off as a result of him writing a scientific paper
while in jail. Adrian Nastase was sentenced to two years in jail in the “Quality Trophy” case on
June 20, 2012.

Fostul premier Adrian Nastase a fost eliberat din Penitenciarul Jilava, dupa ce Tribunalul
Bucuresti a respins, luni, recursul Directiei Nationale Anticoruptie. Completul, format din
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presedintele loana Cleopatra Sipoteanu si din judecatoarele Carmen Constanta Balaci si
Florentina Vasilateanu, a decis, cu opinie majoritara, respingerea recursului DNA in cazul
sentintei Judecatoriei Sectorului 4 si punerea in libertate a lui Adrian Nastase.

"Ne vedem peste cateva zile si vorbim mai mult", a declarat Adrian Nastase, care a fost
asteptat de fiul sau cel mare, Andrei, si de secretarul general al Consiliului National al
PSD, Codrin Stefinescu.intrebat daca se intoarce in politica, Nastase a raspuns: "E o
intrebare prea dificila. Nu va pot raspunde acum".

La cateva minute dupéa pronuntarea verdictului, pe blogul lui Adrian Nastase a aparut o postare
in care fostul premier comenteaza decizia de eliberare a sa. "Ati aflat, cred, decizia Tribunalului
Bucuresti in ceea ce priveste eliberarea mea conditionata. Ma bucur sa ma reintorc acasa,
alaturi de familie si de prietenii mei. Pentru cateva zile, imi voi folosi timpul doar pentru “a
respira” libertatea din afara, si pentru a ma gandi la proiecte viitoare. Pe curand! PS. In aceasta
perioada, nu voi da declaratii sau interviuri pentru presa”, le-a transmis Adrian Nastase
admiratorilor sai.

Instanta a respins astfel recursul DNA si a mentinut o decizie favorabila fostului premier data de
Judecatoria sectorului 4. Hotararea completului de trei judecatori a fost luata cu doua voturi
pentru si unul impotriva, fiind ulterior comunicata Penitenciarului Jilava, in vederea intocmirii
actelor privind eliberarea conditionata a lui Adrian Nastase.

Comisia de eliberari conditionate de la Penitenciarul Jilava a dat aviz pozitiv pe 4 ianuarie in
cazul lui Adrian Nastase, constatand ca s-a implinit termenul de o treime din pedeapsa, fiind
luate in calcul si activitatile desfasurate de fostul prim-ministru, precum si faptul ca acesta a
publicat trei carti.

Pe 12 februarie, Judecatoria Sectorului 4 a admis eliberarea conditionata din inchisoare a
fostului premier, insa DNA a declarat recurs.

Instanta de judecata a luat act ca Adrian Nastase, in varsta de 62 ani, a executat fractia legala
de o treime din pedeapsa primita. La momentul discutarii cererii la Judecatoria Sectorului 4 el
executase deja 284 zile, aici fiind incluse si zilele castigate ca urmare a redactarii in penitenciar
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a unei lucrari gtiintifice.

Adrian Nastase a fost condamnat pe 20 iunie 2012 la doi ani de inchisoare in dosarul "Trofeul
calitatii"

in timp ce viitorul politic a lui Nastase rdmane incert dupa condamnare, importanti membri ai
Partidului Social Democrat (PSD) au afirmat ca saluta revenirea fostului premier in politica,
noteaza Reuters.

Fostul premier roméan a fost condamnat de Curtea Suprema de Justitie pentru ca a deturnat
peste 1,5 milioane de euro pentru campania sa electorala din 2004. Cel mai important om politic
roman condamnat pana in prezent pentru fapte de coruptie de la caderea regimului comunist,
Adrian Nastase si-a sustinut intotdeauna nevinovatiia, afirmand ca este victima unui proces
politic.

Acest barbat elegant, cu fata plina si statura impozanta, considerat 'arogant' atat de catre aliatii
sai politici, cat si de adversarii sai, a incercat sa se sinucida la scurt timp dupa anuntarea
condamnarii sale, la 20 iunie, cand s-a impuscat in gat, noteaza AFP.
