Six warships open for visit in Constanta
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The people of Constanta as well as tourists that love the navy will be able to visit at the
end of this week six warships that will make a four-day call to the port of Constanta.

According to the General Staff of the Naval Forces, the six warships — Romania’s “Contraamiral
Horia Macellariu” corvette, Russia’s RFS Novocherkassk, Turkey’s TCG Heybeliada, Bulgaria’s
BGS Reshitelni, Ukraine’s UPS Cherkasy and Georgia’s GCG Sokhumi — will make a four-day
call to the port of Constanta starting on April 12, in the second phase of the 121" activation of the
Black Sea Naval Cooperation Task Group (Blackseafor).

During this period, the Naval Force’s Center for Training, Simulation and Evaluation (CISE) will
hold a simulation exercise in which the representatives of each warship’s command will take
part. Moreover, Romania’s “Locotenent Remus Lepri” minesweeper and the Blackseafor ships
will take part in an exercise consisting of leading a convoy of ships through a lane cleared of
mines in Romanian waters.

The six warships of the task group can be visited on Saturday, April 13, and on Sunday, April
14, from 4 PM to 6 PM. The Black Sea Naval Cooperation Task Group (Blackseafor) is a force
made up of naval elements — frigates, destroyers, corvettes, patrol ships, minesweepers,
amphibious landing ships and auxiliary ships — belonging to all Black Sea riparian states. The
ships that are part of the group are periodically activated under the Blackseafor aegis, executing
search and rescue operations, humanitarian assistance operations, mine clearance missions,
environment protection, friendly visits and other missions jointly established by all participating
sides.

Reshitelni - Bulgaria, UPS Cherkasy - Ucraina si GCG Sokhumi din Georgia - vor face o escala
de patru zile in Portul Constanta, incepand cu 12 aprilie, parte a fazei a doua din cea de-a Xll-a
activare a Grupului de Cooperare Navala din Marea Neagra - Blackseafor.

in aceasti perioada, la Centrul de Instruire, Simulare si Evaluare (CISE) al Fortelor Navale va
avea loc un exercitiu prin simulare, la care vor participa reprezentanti ai comenzii fiecarui vas
militar. In plus, in apele teritoriale ale Romaniei, dragorul maritim "Locotenent Remus Lepri" va
participa, alaturi de navele Blackseafor, la exercitii de conducere a unui convoi printr-un culoar
liber de mine.

De asemenea, vor avea loc vizite oficiale la Comandamentul Flotei si la autoritatile publice
locale, iar echipajele celor sase nave vor avea posibilitatea de a vizita principalele obiective
turistice din oras.

Cele sase nave ale gruparii vor putea fi vizitate sdmbata, 13 aprilie, si duminica, 14 aprilie, intre
orele 16.00 - 18.00.

Grupul de Cooperare Navala din Marea Neagra - Blackseafor este o for{a alcatuita din elemente
navale - fregate, distrugatoare, corvete, nave de patrulare, dragoare de mine, nave amfibii sau
nave auxiliare - ale tuturor natiunilor de la Marea Neagra. Sub egida Blackseafor, periodic, sunt
activate navele din grupare, care executa operatii de cautare si salvare pe mare (SAR), operatii
de asistenta umanitara (HA), actiuni impotriva minelor marine (MCM), protectia mediului, vizite
de prietenie si altele, stabilite in comun de catre toate pariile.

Anual, fiecare activare a Blackseafor este condusa de una dintre foriele statelor participante,
aceasta fiind desemnata pe baza criteriului alfabetic. in perioada 2010 - 2011, pentru a doua
oara de la constituirea gruparii, comanda celei de-a X-a activari a fost exercitata de Romania,
iar in prezent comanda celei de-a Xll-a activari apartine Turciei. Prima parte a celei de-a Xll-a
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activari Blackseafor a avut loc in luna august 2012.
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
