Romania ranks 14 in top 15 of countries attractive for renewable energy investments
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Romania remains among the most attractive 15 countries for renewable energy
investments, according to a Country Attractiveness Indices report by Ernst & Young.

While 2011 saw record levels of new investment into clean energy, especially solar
technologies, the outlook for 2012 is far less certain, particularly in developed markets
according to this issue of Ernst & Young’s quarterly global renewable energy Country
Attractiveness Indices report (CAl). The renewable sector will continue to prosper in 2012 in the
emerging markets, thanks to ambitious installation programs securing investments, while more
established markets will face increasing financial constraints, especially within the Eurozone, a
press release from Ernst & Young shows.

The country is the renewable energy regional champion and is among the highest placed of all
EU countries, with only Germany, the UK, France, ltaly, Spain and Sweden scoring higher. The
index now ranks Romania ahead of Poland and Ireland, after being almost on a par with them in
February on the wind energy score. Romania closed the gap with countries such as Spain,
Sweden, Australia and Japan.

Ranking 14 in the index, Romania comes after first placed China, the US — second place and
Germany — third spot.

Neighbor Hungary comes 39th in the ranking that includes 40 countries, while the Czech
Republic is last. Romania is also in 11th place on the wind index, outranking the Netherlands,
Denmark and Finland. The country came 21st in the solar index, ranking higher than Bulgaria,
Poland, the Czech Republic and Hungary.

Indicele general, care include punctajele pentru toate categoriile de energie regenerabila -
eoliana, solara, geotermala si biomasa - plaseaza astfel in continuare Romania intre primele 15
tari la nivel mondial privind atractivitatea pietei. Conform celor mai recente date publice,
producatorii de energie electrica din surse regenerabile au inceput deja sa incaseze sume
importante din partea statului romén, ca urmare a cantitatilor livrate in primele patru luni ale
acestui an, noteaza Ernst & Young.

Roméania ocupa locul 14, ca si in editia anterioara a clasamentului, topul fiind condus de China.

Printre cei mai mari producatori din Romania se numara CEZ (Cehia), Enel (ltalia) si Energias
de Portugal.

Raportul Ernst & Young releva o evolutie surprinzatoare pentru Japonia, care urca trei locuri in
clasament, pe pozitia a zecea, ca urmare a unor investitii majore in proiecte de energie eoliana.

Indicele Ernst & Young analizeaza trimestrial cele mai atractive 40 de tari din lume privind piata
interna de energie regenerabila, infrastructura si compatibilitatea acestora cu tehnologiile
individuale.

Ernst & Young are 152.000 de angajati in 700 de birouri din 140 de tari, obtinand anul trecut
venituri de aproximativ 22,9 miliarde dolari.
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
