Tallest building in Bucharest nears completion. The story of the 137 meter high skyscraper
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With its 137 meters, Sky Tower — located in the northern part of Bucharest — recently
became the tallest building of the Romanian capital. Now, as it nears completion,
developers released photographs taken during various stages of the construction.

The building owned by Raiffeisen Property International and developed by real estate company
Raiffeisen Evolution was erected at a record pace for the local market: one floor every 5-6 days.
The top floor — the 37th - was laid in place this June.

Even in February this year, when the city was paralyzed by ice and freezing cold, the
construction was continuing unabated near the Aurel Vlaicu subway station.

Now, the Austrian contractor Strabag is arranging the interior of the building and installing the
last facade elements to the top floors, in order to meet the deadline and allow Raiffeisen Bank
to relocate its head offices here (floors 2-7) next spring at latest.

Raiffeisen Property has not announced so far who will rent the remaining space in the building
that will have a total in-built area of 40,000 square meters.

coordonati de firma austriaca de constructii Strabag lucreaza la amenajarile interioare, in
conditiile in care cel tarziu in primavara subsidiara locala a bancii Raiffeisen isi va muta sediul
in sase etaje ale turnului (de la nivelul 2 la nivelul 7), precum si intr-o cladire mai mica aflata in
constructie langa Sky Tower.

Reprezentantii Raiffeisen Property nu au anuntat pana in prezent alti chiriasi pentru celelalte
etaje ale proiectului cu o suprafata de 40.000 de metri patrati.
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
