National currency freefalling! Euro at over 4.63 lei after Constitutional Court announcement
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The national currency depreciated after the Constitutional Court announced that it was
postponing a decision on the presidential impeachment referendum until September 12.
The exchange rate grew to over 4.63 lei per Euro, according to Mediafax.

The exchange rate started growing immediately after the announcement, reaching
4.6290-4.6330 lei per Euro around 5 pm. A bank dealer told the news agency that the
depreciation trend is likely to continue the following days.

The CC announcement also coincided with a press conference of the European Central Bank,
in which Mario Draghi did not manage to appease investor fears, as they were expecting new
measures to combat toe sovereign debt crisis. Regional currencies began losing ground after
Draghi’s statements.

In the debut of Thursday’s session, a Euro was sold for 4.6120-4.6140 lei, about one ban over
the Wednesday evening figure of 4.5900-4.6040 lei.

In the first part of the day, the exchange kept growing and was fluctuating slightly over 4.61 lei
at noon. Around 5 pm, the exchange rate reached 4.6330 lei per Euro.

The Central Bank reference exchange rate got back to more than 4.6 lei after three days under
this level. In the previous session, the exchange rate stood at 4.5885 lei per Euro.

The exchange rate for the dollar climbed by 2.43 bani, to 3.7528 lei, while the exchange rate for
the Swiss franc grew by 1.45 bani, to 3.8355 lei per franc.

The highest exchange rate for the Euro on the interbank market was reported last week: 4.65 lei
per Euro, and the highest reference exchange rate was 4.6387 lei per Euro.

Moneda nationala s-a depreciat dupa ce Curtea Constitutionala a anuntat ca amana pana
in 12 septembrie adoptarea deciziei privind referendumul de demitere a presedintelui
suspendat Traian Basescu, iar cotatiile au urcat peste 4,63 lei/euro, pe volume reduse,
scrie Mediafax.

Cotatiile au inceput treptat sa urce dupa acest anunt, iar in jurul orei 17:00, schimburile se
realizau la 4,6290 - 4,6330 lei/euro.

"Volume transferate nu au crescut vizibil dupa decizia Curtii Constitutionale, insa in urmatoarele
zile presiunea de depreciere va ramane in piata", a spus dealerul unei banci.

Potrivit dealerilor, anuntul CC a coincis si cu conferinta de presa a Bancii Centrale Europeane
(BCE), unde presedintele, Mario Draghi, nu a reusit sa calmeze temerile investitorilor, care
asteptau noi masuri de combatere a crizei datoriilor suverane. Valutele din regiune au inceput
sa piarda teren dupa declaratiile lui Draghi.

Presedintele BCE a semnalat, joi, la finalul unei sedinte de politica monetara, ca BCE fisi va uni
fortele cu guvernele pentru a achizitiona obligatiuni suverane. Seful BCE nu a dat detalii despre
modul in care va functiona un astfel de program, afirmand ca acestea vor fi stabilite in
urmatoarele saptamani.
