General manager of Ford Roménia: Foreigners are buying Ford B-max without seeing it in showrooms
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Five hundred Ford B-max cars are produced every day in Craiova factory. In September
over 2,600 such cars were exported, the general manager of Ford Romania, Zoltan
Brassai, said mentioning that every day 40 trucks with cars leave the factory.

According to Ford Romania officials, last September 2,630 cars were exported and 500 cars are
produced at Craiova factory.

"Foreigners have already bought the car without seeing it in the showrooms. The only saw
B-Max in the car saloons and they read about this model in the newspapers. There are
thousands of orders in Europe, before we introduced the car in the showrooms. The cars are
just being brought now to western dealers. The launchings are just getting started in each
country. A few weeks ago, at KéIn center, around 3,000 demands - firm demands - for B-Max
and now there are a lot more.", the general manager of Ford Romania, Zoltan Brassai said.

Zoltan Brassai mentioned that every day 40 trucks full with cars leave from Craiova factory.

The new Ford B-max is at present the only car in Romania that calls 112. B-max is equiped with
SYNC, a connectivity and information system that allows the initation of a direct call to 112,
when the airbags or the car are no longer fead with fuel.

Cinci sute de masini Ford B-max sunt produse in fiecare zi la fabrica de la Craiova, in
septembrie fiind exportate peste 2.600 de astfel de autoturisme, a declarat directorul
general Ford Romania, Zoltan Brassai, precizand ca pe poarta uzinei ies zilnic 40 de
TIR-uri cu masgini.
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Potrivit oficialilor Ford Romania, in luna septembrie au fost exportate 2.630 de masini, iar in
fiecare zi, la fabrica de la Craiova, sunt produse 500 de autoturisme.

"Strainii au cumparat deja magina fara sa o vada in showroom-uri. Ei au vazut B-Max doar la
saloanele auto si au citit despre acest model in ziare. Sunt mii de comenzi in Europa, inainte ca
noi sa introducem masginile in showroom-uri. Abia acum se duc masinile la dealerii din Vest.
Abia acum incep lansdrile in fiecare tara. In urméa cu cateva saptdmani, la centrul de la Kéln,
erau totalizate cam 3.000 de cereri - comenzi ferme - pentru B-Max, iar acum sunt mult mai
multe", a declarat directorul general Ford Romania, Zoltan Brassai.

Zoltan Brassai a precizat ca in fiecare zi, de la uzina din Craiova, pleaca 40 de TIR-uri pline cu
masini.

Noul Ford B-max este in prezent singurul autoturism din Romania care suna singur la 112.
B-max este dotat cu SYNC, un sistem de conectivitate si de informare care permite initierea
unui apel direct catre 112, in momentul in care se declanseaza airbag-urile sau masina nu mai
alimentata cu combustibil.

Astfel, apelul este initiat prin intermediul telefonului soferului, conectat la sistemul din magina
prin Bluetooth, care transmite si coordonatele GPS ale vehiculului.Oficialii Ford spun ca
sistemul SYNC si siguranta pe care o ofera B-max sunt punctele forte ale masinii.

Masina a obtinut cinci stele la testul de siguranta efectuat de Euro NCAP.
