Romania and India to cooperate in NUCLEAR domain
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Romania and India will cooperate in the nuclear domain, exchanging information on the
peaceful use of nuclear energy, the government’s press bureau informed on Wednesday.

In this sense, the government has approved during its meeting a decision concerning the
Memorandum of Understanding on the exchange of information and cooperation in the domain
of regulating nuclear activities for peaceful purposes, signed by the National Commission for the
Control of Nuclear Activities in Romania (CNCAN) and India’s Atomic Energy Regulatory Board
(AERB) in Vienna on September 19, 2012.

The decision approved on Wednesday represents the first cooperation document signed by the
nuclear regulatory authorities of the two countries. The document spells out the legal regulatory
framework of nuclear and radiological activities for peaceful purposes, including the procedures,
practices and regulatory standards used in order to authorize and regulate nuclear and
radiological installations. The document also stipulates the security regulations for nuclear
power plants, including the positions and regulatory practices on important security issues when
it comes to laying out, designing, bringing online and operating nuclear power plants. According
to the memorandum, the signatory parties will also cooperate by exchanging experts and
organizing bilateral meetings.

in acest sens, Guvernul a aprobat in sedinta o hotérare vizand Memorandumul de Intelegere
intre Comisia Nationala pentru Controlul Activitatilor Nucleare din Roméania (CNCAN) si
Consiliul de Reglementare a Energiei Atomice din India (AERB) pentru schimbul de informatii si
cooperarea in domeniul reglementarii activitatilor nucleare desfagurate in scopuri pagnice,
semnat la Viena, Austria, pe 19 septembrie 2012.

Hotararea aprobata miercuri reprezinta primul document de cooperare intre autoritatile de
reglementare in domeniul nuclear din cele doua tari. Documentul precizeaza cadrul legal de
reglementare a activitatilor nucleare si radiologice in scopuri pagnice, inclusiv procedurile,
practicile si standardele de reglementare utilizate pentru autorizarea si reglementarea
instalatiilor nucleare si radiologice. Documentul mai prevede reglementarile de securitate a
centralelor nuclearo-electrice, inclusiv pozitiile si practicile de reglementare pe probleme
importante de securitate in zonele de amplasare, proiectare, punere in functiune si exploatare.
Potrivit memorandumului, partile vor coopera si prin schimbul de experti si prin organizarea
unor intalniri bilaterale.
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
