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Foreign Minister Andrei Marga’s move to inform Western chancelleries about USL’s
stance is described as unusual by Frankfurter Allgemeine Zeitung, which adds however
that the gesture seems typical for the new Bucharest rule, which cannot tell the
difference between party and state.

“This move is unusual since a foreign minister usually presents the stance of his government,
not that of a party. On the other hand, the action is typical for how the new Bucharest rule is
thinking, a rule that just like the communists and old, cannot tell t he difference between state
and party,” a FAZ comment reads, according to Realitatea TV.

The content is “an amalgam of half truths and lies. For instance, it says USL never had the
intention to replace Constitutional Court judges.”

“The main stake, one way or another, is to have the Constitutional Court walk a normal path.
More specifically, it means changing the line up of this court. | suppose, in a nutshell, that
Parliament, which appointed six judges of nine, has the right to revoke them. (...) I, Crin
Antonescu, believe that in its current line up, the Constitutional Court is a shame,” Crin
Antonescu said on Antena 3 recently.
