Ponta: | might go to Berlin and Paris after July 29. German Envoy: | have no official request in the matter

Premier Victor Ponta on Saturday said his visits announced for Paris and Berlin will not
occur earlier than the July 29 referendum, but the German Envoy Andreas von
Mettenheim said he doesn’t know anything about the PM’s request for a Berlin visit.

"l am staying home until July 29. | will only leave for Chisinau to take care of a series of
important projects. After the 29", | might leave for Paris and Berlin” Ponta said, during a
reception for France’s National Day at the French Embassy.

On the other hand, the German Ambassador, also present for the reception said he didn’t know
anything about an official request for a visit in Berlin.

The Romanian FM Andrei Marga, also present at the reception, said that Ponta’s visits are still
on the agenda, but “a timetable is harder to put together.”

Premierul Victor Ponta a declarat, sambata, ca vizitele sale anuntate la Paris si Berlin nu
vor avea loc mai devreme de referendumul din 29 iulie, insa ambasadorul Germaniei,
Andreas von Mettenheim, a declarat ca nu stie despre o solicitare a primului-ministru
pentru o vizita la Berlin.

"Pana pe 29 (iulie n.r.) stam acasa. Merg doar la Chigindau ca avem niste proiecte foarte
importante de facut. Dupa 29... (e posibil n.r.)", a declarat Ponta sdmbata seara, la receptia
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organizata de Ambasada franceza la Bucuresti, de Ziua Nationala a Frantei, el fiind intrebat de
jurnalisti cand va efectua vizitele anuntate la Paris si Berlin.

Pe de alta parte, ambasadorul Germaniei la Bucuresti, Andreas von Mettenheim, prezent si el la
receptie, a declarat jurnaligtilor ca nu stie in acest moment despre o solicitare din partea
premierului Ponta de a efectua o vizita la Berlin. "Nu stiu despre vreo cerere a premierului
pentru a merge in Germania in acest moment", a afirmat Mettenheim.

De asemenea, ministrul roman al Afacerilor Externe, Andrei Marga, a declarat si el jurnaligtilor,
cu ocazia evenimentului de la Ambasada Frantei, ca vizitele lui Ponta la Paris si Berlin au
ramas pe agenda, insa "stabilirea unui orar este mai dificila".
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
