Impeachment effects: Basescu rises in the polls, USL plummets!
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Following the impeachment procedure, Traian Basescu has a voting intention rate of
23%, although he will not run in the next presidential election, while USL constantly
dropped in the polis all throughout August, EvZ writes.

The immediate effect of the referendum invalidation is a drop in the voting intention rate for USL
and a rise in Basescu’s election capital, according to two phone polls conducted by IRES, one
on August 21, when CCR was set to give its ruling, and the second one the next day.

On August 21, only 13% of those questioned said they would vote for Traian Basescu but on
the second day, the figure was at 23%.

Both polls indicate that the electoral capital resulting from the impeachment goes to Basescu,
not to PDL (which remains at 23-24%) or to Mihai Razvan Ungureanu, who is still at 11-12%.

According to the polls, in case of presidential elections, Romanians would vote for Crin
Antonescu (38%), Basescu (23%), Ungureanu (11%), Victor Ponta (11%) and Dan Diaconescu
(10%).

The Social Liberal Union also dropped in the polls in August. Before the referendum, it had
about 64%, while on August 21, about 59% said they would vote for the union. On August 22,
the figure had dropped to 54%.

So USL would win parliamentary elections with 54%, followed by PDL 23% and the People’s
Party — 10%. UDMR would manage to get elected to Parliament, with 5%.

The first poll was based on interviews with 1,267 people and the second one, with 1,547 people.
Both have a margin of error of 2.7-2.9%.
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Efectul suspendarii: Traian Basescu creste in sondaje, USL scade !

De pe urma demersului de suspendare, Traian Basescu s-a ales cu o intentie de vot de
23%, desi el nu va mai candida in alegerile prezidentiale viitoare, in timp ce USL a pierdut
constant procente pe parcusul lunii august, scrie Evz.

Efectul imediat al invalidarii referendumului este o scadere in intentiile de vot pentru USL si o
crestere a capitalului electoral al lui Traian Basescu. Cel putin asa arata doua sondaje
telefonice efectuate de IRES, unul pe 21 august, in ziua cand CCR trebuia sa dea verdictul, iar
celalalt a doua zi.

Daca pe 21 august, in ziua in care Curtea a invalidat referendumul, numai 13% dintre cei
chestionati declarau, intrebati cu cine ar vota la prezidentiale, ca ar pune stampila pe Traian
Basescu, a doua zi procentul acestora crescuse la 23%.

Castiga Basescu, nu Ungureanu

Comparand cele doua barometre, se poate observa, de altfel, ca tot capitalul electoral rezultat
din suspendare se duce la Traian Basescu, nu la PDL, care este practic stationar, la 23-24%, si
nici la fostul premier Mihai Razvan Ungureanu, care raméne la 11-12% ca intentie de vot.

Clasamentul intentiilor de vot ale romanilor arata ca acestia ar vota la prezidentiale cu Crin
Antonescu, in proportie de 38%, alti 23% ar vota cu Traian Basescu, 11% |-ar prefera pe Mihai
Réazvan Ungureanu, tot 11% pe Victor Ponta, iar 10% pe Dan Diaconescu. Ceilalti fie nu au
raspuns, fie au numit alti candidati, cu procente in jur de 2% sau sub acest prag.

USL a pierdut in urma esecului demersului de suspendare. Daca in preajma referendumului
Uniunea avea 64% din intentiile de vot, acestea au scazut pe parcursul lunii august. Astfel, pe
21 august declarau ca ar vota cu USL 59% dintre subiecti, in timp ce la o zi dupa invalidarea
referendumului, pe 22 august, numarul acestora scazuse la 54%.
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Daca ar avea loc alegeri parlamentare maine, USL ar obtine, asadar, 54%, PDL 23%, iar
Partidul Poporului - 10%. UDMR ar intra in Parlament cu 5%. Alte optiuni ar mai fi: 2% cu PRM,
1% cu PNG si 0,4% cu UNPR.

Sondajele au fost efectuate primul pe 21 august, pe un esantion de 1267 de persoane, iar cel
de-al doilea, pe 22 august, pe un esantion de 1547. Ambele au fost realizate prin metoda
interviului telefonic, iar marja de eroare este de 2,7-2,9%. IRES este condus de sociologul
Vasile Dancu, membru PSD.
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
