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The National Liberal Party opposes any over-taxation or rise in taxes, PNL President Crin
Antonescu stated on Tuesday. The Liberal leader was asked for his opinion on the
measure announced by Premier Victor Ponta concerning a 10 per cent tax on public
sector salaries that surpass EUR 1,000. Crin Antonescu pointed out that this issue was
discussed within the USL meeting.

“PNL categorically opposes any super-taxation or rise in taxes and because of its affection for
the flat tax principle and especially because one of USL’s major commitments, one we, Liberals
and Social-Democrats, care about in the same measure, is that taxes and fees will not rise. The
positions are clear and the solutions cannot come for the budget rectification, nor for the other
public needs, that are not very high though, from sums that are not significant and that would be
obtained by taxing incomes higher than EUR 1,000 and so on. And symbolically speaking but
also practically speaking we cannot accept such a formula because on one hand it breaks the
electoral commitments and on the other hand it does not solve the budget problem,” Antonescu
stated at the end of the USL meeting that took place at the Palace of Parliament.

He underlined that measures meant to stimulate job creation and implicitly budget revenues
should be adopted. The PNL President pointed out that “the needs” of the budget rectification
cannot be covered by introducing such a solidarity tax.

Premier Victor Ponta presented once again on Monday and Tuesday the intention to introduce a
solidarity tax for public sector employees that earn over EUR 1,000 per month, this time
however forwarding a tax level of 10 per cent not of 16 per cent like he did for the past year.
This time the Premier claimed that the solidarity tax will be applied both to the employees of all
public institutions and to those of all companies in which the state is the sole or majority
shareholder.

The 10 per cent solidarity tax on the salaries of public sector employees that earn over RON
4,000 would bring extra revenues of just RON 10 M and if the measure were to be applied to all
salaries, including those in the private sector, and to pensions higher than RON 4,000 the sum
would reach approximately RON 200 M, government sources quoted by Mediafax inform. In
case the tax is applied only to public sector employees with salaries of over RON 5,000 the
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extra revenues would total approximately RON 5 M. The expenditures on personnel included in
this year’s budget stand at RON 46.2 bin. The budget revenues obtained through such a tax
seem insignificant for the budget compared to the risk that the better trained and more
experienced employees will leave the public sector, especially since the tax itself would deepen
the discrepancies between incomes.

Ponta vrea impozitarea cu 10% a salariilor bugetarilor care depasesc 1.000 de euro.
Antonescu: PNL se opune categoric !

Partidul National Liberal se opune oricarei supraimpozitari sau cresteri de fiscalitate, a
declarat, marti, presedintele PNL, Crin Antonescu. Liderul liberalilor a fost intrebat cum
vede masura anuntata de premierul Victor Ponta privind impozitarea cu 10% a salariilor
bugetarilor care depasesc 1.000 de euro, el aratand ca acest subiect a fost discutat in
cadrul sedintei USL.

"PNL se opune categoric oricarei supraimpozitari sau cresteri de fiscalitate si datorita
atasamentului sau la principiul cotei unice si mai ales pentru ca unul din angajamentele majore
ale USL, la care tinem toti in aceeasi masura, liberali sau social-democratli, este acela ca nu vor
creste taxele si impozitele. Pozitiile sunt clare si solutiile nu pot veni nici pentru rectificarea
bugetara, nici pentru toate celelalte nevoi publice, nu foarte mari ce-i drept, nu pot veni din
sume care nu sunt semnificative i care s-ar obiine dintr-o taxare a veniturilor mai mari de 1.000
de euro si asa mai departe. Si in plan simbolic, dar si in plan practic nu putem sa acceptam o
asemenea formula pentru ca ea pe de-o parte incalca angajamentele electorale, iar pe de alta
parte nu rezolva problema bugetara”, a spus Antonescu, la finalul sedintei USL de la Palatul
Parlamentului.

El a subliniat ca trebuie luate masuri de fond care sa poata stimula aparitia locurilor de munca si
implicit incasarile la buget. Presedintele liberalilor a aratat ca "nevoile" de la rectificarea
bugetara nu pot fi acoperite de introducerea unei astfel de taxe de solidaritate.

Premierul Victor Ponta si-a prezentat luni si marii din nou intentia de a introduce o taxa de
solidaritate pentru bugetarii care castiga peste 1.000 euro lunar, avansand insa de aceasta data
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un cuantum al taxei de 10%, nu de 16% ca in declaratiile publice din ultimul an. Premierul a
sustinut de aceasta data ca taxa de solidaritate va fi aplicata atat angajatilor din toate institutiile
publice, cét si in toate societaiile la care statul este actionar unic sau majoritar.

Taxa de solidaritate de 10% pe salariile bugetarilor de peste 4.000 lei ar aduce venituri
suplimentare de doar 10 milioane lei, iar, daca s-ar aplica pe toate salariile, inclusiv din zona
privata, si pensiile peste 4.000 lei, suma ar ajunge la circa 200 milioane lei, afirma surse
guvernamentale, citate de Mediafax. in cazul aplicarii taxei doar pentru bugetarii cu salarii de
peste 5.000 de lei, veniturile suplimentare s-ar cifra la circa 5 milioane de lei.Cheltuielile cu
personalul prevazute in bugetul pentru acest an sunt de 46,2 miliarde de lei. Sumele obtinute la
buget dintr-o astfel de taxa par nesemnificative pentru buget in comparatie cu riscurile ca
angajati cu pregatire mai inalta si experienta sa plece din sistemul public, mai ales ca taxa in
sine ar accentua discrepantele de venituri.
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
