Europe’s largest Chinatown opens in Romania
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Romania’s first Chinatown - also the largest in Europe — will open on July 19 in Afumati,
lifov County, 16 km from Bucharest. On its 40 hectares, the new complex will feature
shops, warehouses, offices and buildings, everything built the Chinese way, upon a
100% Chinese investment, Money.ro reports.

The result of an investment worth 150 million euros made by 19 Chinese businessmen, the
Afumati Chinatown — together with the nearby ‘Dragonul Rosu’ trading complex of Colentina,
Bucharest — will become Europe’s main hub for the sale of Chinese products. The new
Chinatown will have 3,275 shops, 1,380 logistic warehouses, cafes, restaurants, casinos, banks
and kindergartens.

The Romanian Chinatown will be the biggest wholesale market for Chinese goods, sold at
producer’s price. In a few years, it will be surrounded by scores of traditional Chinese houses
that will draw thousands of tourists each year.

The management team of the Afumati complex includes Pan Jidong, a Chinese businessman
who operates in Romania since 1992 and was awarded the ‘Outstanding Patriot Expatriate’
medal by the Chinese government, Alexandru loan - Wang Yan, a Chinese businessman
naturalized in Romania, and Shengfei Weng.

The Afumati Chinatown will directly compete with the future Colentina Chinatown — an older

project of the Niro group of companies, which operates nine ‘Dragonul Rosu’ (Red Dragon)
centers that form the largest trading hub in Romania.

Se deschide primul Chinatown din Romania si cel mai mare din Europa

Primul Chinatown din Romania si cel mai mare din Europa se va deschide, in 19 iulie, in
localitatea ilfoveana Afumati, situata la 16 km de Bucuresti. Pe un spatiu de 40 de hectare
vor exista magazine, depozite, birouri si locuinte cu specific chinezesc. Investitia e 100%
chinezeasca, informeaza Money.ro.

Rezultatul unei investitii de 150 de milioane de euro realizata de catre 19 oameni de afaceri
chinezi, complexul de la Afumati va reprezenta, alaturi de deja consacrata zona Dragonul Rosu
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din Colentina, principalul centru de desfacere a marfurilor chinezesti din sud-estul Europei.
Suprafata totala a complexului este de 40 de hectare. Pe aceasta suprafata sunt amplasate
3.275 de spatii comerciale, 1.380 depozite logistice, la care se mai adauga cafenele,
restaurante, cazinouri, banci sau gradinite.

Chinatown de Romaénia va reprezenta, de fapt, cea mai mare piata en gros, unde se vor vinde
marfuri chinezesti la pret de producator. Ulterior, pe spatiul amintit se vor construi cladiri de
birouri, zone rezidentiale, dar si un centru comercial metropolitan cu specific ambiental
chinezesc. Peste céativa ani, halele si showroom-urile Cartierului Chinezesc din Afumati vor fi
inconjurate de sute de case traditionale chinezesti, care, spera investitorii, vor atrage mii de
turisti anual.

Conducerea China Town este formata din Pan Jidong, om de afaceri chinez prezent in
Romania inca din 1992, detinator al distinctiei ,Patriot remarcabil peste hotare” a statului
chinez, Alexandru loan - Wang Yan, om de afaceri roméan de nationalitate chineza si Shengfei
Weng.

Concurent al Chinatown de Afumati este Chinatown de Colentina, un proiect mai vechi al
grupului de firme Niro, care exploateaza, in prezent, noua centre comerciale Dragonul Rosu,
momentan cea mai mare zona de comert a Roméaniei. Numai ca proiectul este inca departe de
a fi terminat.

Chinatown este un oras in miniatura unde locuieste minoritatea chineza. El se gaseste in toate
marile metropole ale lumii precum New York, San Francisco, Sydney, Paris ori Londra.
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
