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The employers’ associations of the tourism sector want to make their own 5-year
strategy and invite parties to adhere to it, ANAT President Corina Martin told Mediafax.
Over the last 20 years, parties changed many strategies, with bad consequences for the
tourism industry.

The National Association of Travel Agencies (ANAT) issued an appeal to all employers’
organizations, associations and federations of the Romanian tourist sector to collaborate in view
of drafting, within 15 days, a strategy for the evolution of Romanian tourism during the next five
years.

"We talked with the other associations of employers so we establish what ministers will do,
instead of ministers telling us what to do. We no longer want political parties to make strategies
for us, which they keep changing. All kind of parties come in power, each with its own
programme, which keep changing, to the detriment of tourism,” Martin said.

The huge potential of Romanian tourism could be best used only if a 5-year strategy is set in
place and politically assumed, regardless of the party or alliance that is in power at a certain
moment, she added.

"Who can make this strategy better than the industry? We will propose all political parties to
sign and assume this strategy... Depending on this, the (tourism) associations will support a
certain party or minister,” the ANAT president explained.

The first talks about the tourism strategy will be held Wednesday.

Patronatele din turism vor sa faca o strategie pe cinci ani si sa invite partidele sa adere Ila
ea, a declarat agentiei Mediafax presedintele ANAT, Corina Martin, care spune ca in
ultimii ani 20 de ani partidele au schimbat mai multe strategii, iar turismul a avut de
suferit.

Astfel, ANAT a lansat catre toate patronatele, asociatiile si federatiile din turism invitatia de a
lucra impreuna la stabilirea, in termen de 15 zile, a unei strategii pentru turismul romanesc
pentru urmatorii cinci ani.
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"Am vorbit si cu celelalte patronate si vrem sa miscarea patronala sa stabileasca ceea ce vor
face ministrii, si nu minigtrii sa stabileasca ce sa facem noi.Ne-am saturat sa ne faca partidele
politice strategii pe care sa le schimbe mereu. Se succed la guvernare tot felul de partide, care
vin cu fel de fel de programe, pe care le tot schimba, iar turismul are de fiecare data de pierdut",
a spus Martin.

Ea a spus ca "potentialul imens" pe care il are turismul romanesc ar putea fi valorificat cu
adevarat doar in conditiile in care, indiferent de partidul sau alianta care vine la guvernare, va
exista o strategie pe cinci ani, care sa fie asumata politic si aplicata intocmai.

"Cine poate face aceasta strategie mai bine decéat industria? Vom propune tuturor partidelor
politice spre semnare si asumare aceasta strategie, iar daca nu semneaza inseamna ca nu
sustin turismul romanesc. in functie de asta noi, asociatjile, vom acorda sustinere unui partid
sau ministru”, a afirmat presedintele ANAT.

Reprezentantji patronatelor din turism se vor intalni miercuri pentru primele discutji privind
strategia in turism.
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
