Paradox: Romanians are unhappy with the seaside, but occupancy rate is 100%
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The occupancy rate on the Romanian seaside over the weekend was 100% and during
weekdays, it was at 98%, according to figures offered by hoteliers with the Federation of
Tourism and Services Employers (FPTS).

“This year’s success of the Romanian seaside even goes beyond the 2008 occupancy rate,
when Romania did not yet know the crisis, and the population’s purchasing power was a lot
bigger. The return of Romanian tourists to the local seaside is owed to the efforts made by
hoteliers and tour operators to offer better conditions and maintain prices at levels comparable
with those offered by the foreign competition. Moreover, a quality all inclusive system which is
very popular with families has begun to work in Romania as well,” according to a press release
from the FPTS.

According to Federation leader Dan Matei Agathon, a special offer program must be designed
for the month of September, in order to extend the season and maintain the occupancy level for
the seaside at the beginning of the fall, taking advantage of the expected good weather.

“Nobody should sleep on the laurels of this success and on the fact that Romanian tourists have
given a new chance to the Romanian seaside. The seaside needs sustainable development, so
that conditions improve every year and Romanian tourists return here gladly. Moreover, there is
also the important stake of attracting foreign tourists and the battle is far from being won. But
given that the warm season is longer every year and the offered conditions are improved, the
Romanian seaside has the opportunity to compete against neighboring countries and become a
favorite destination for foreign tourists,” the release says.

It adds that Romania could become a destination for tourists who give up going to Greece
because of economic problems there.
