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The hotels situated in the southern part of the Romanian seaside may turn bankrupt
because of the price charged by the Constanta County Water Company (RAJA) and the
new contract clauses imposed to tourist accommodation units, warns a press release
issued by the Federation of Employers in Tourism and Services (FPTS).

'FPTS warns that the price charged by RAJA (...) for water may result in the bankruptcy of
hotels situated in the southern part of the Romanian seaside. The areas of green need irrigation
to face draught and improve the image of the resorts. All these elements depend on the
correctness and involvement of RAJA,” reads the communique.

The Association of Investors in the Tourist Resort Venus (AISTV), a member of FPTS, warns
that RAJA issues monthly invoices for water, although its hotels do not have systems for
draining the rain water.

“We consider this as abuse and intellectual fake, because the invoices are not conform to the
reality, and also as a use of fake documents and appropriation of undue benefits. Although they
made no investment in water grids for the last 40 years, the pipes are rotten and water quality is
poor, so tap water contains rust particles, and we have hundreds of complaints from tourists
about water not coming from the tap, they still hike the prices each year, without notification,”
FPTS complains.

Another complaint is about RAJA forcing hotel owners to sign contracts on indefinite intervals
within 5 days, at the new prices, threatening to cut the water to those who do not comply.

Hotelurile aflate in sudul litoralului romanesc pot ajunge la faliment din cauza pretului
practicat de catre Regia Autonoma Judeteana de Apa Constanta /RAJA/ si a noilor clauze
contractuale solicitate unitatilor de cazare, se arata intr-un comunicat de presa al
Federatiei Patronatelor din Turism si Servicii /FPTS/.
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'FPTS atrage atentia ca pretul cerut de societatea RAJA (...) pentru apa poate duce la
falimentarea hotelurilor din sudul litoralului romanesc. in plus, spatiile verzi din sud au nevoie de
irigare pentru a face fata secetei si a imbunatati astfel aspectul statiunilor. Toate aceste
elemente depind, insa, de corectitudinea si implicarea RAJA', se noteaza in comunicatul citat.

in acest sens, Asociatia Investitorilor in Statiunea Turistica Venus /AISTV/, membru FPTS,
atrage atentia ca RAJA emite lunar facturi la apa, desi in jurul hotelurilor din sudul litoralului nu
exista canalizari de apa meteorica.

'‘Consideram aceasta fapta un abuz in serviciu si fals intelectual datorita emiterii unor facturi
care nu sunt conforme cu realitatea, dar si uz de fals in forma calificata si insusire de foloase
cuvenite. Cu toate ca, in ultimii 40 de ani, in retelele din statiune nu s-a facut nicio investitie,
conductele fiind putrezite, iar apa de proasta calitate, venind efectiv pe conducta de apa
potabila cu particule de rugind, avand sute de reclamatii de la turisti ca nu le curge apa la
chiuvete, preturile cresc an de an, fara anunt prealabil’, conform FPTS.

Potrivit sursei citate, 'RAJA percepe suta la suta apa la canalizare egal cu consumul de apa
potabila, cu toate ca hotelierii nu mai pot folosi apa la intretinerea spatiilor verzi, intrucat
instalatia apei industriale a fost distrusa'.

'Avand in vedere ca apometrele sunt montate necorespunzator si exista dubii asupra modului
de contorizare, hotelierii au solicitat verificarea sau schimbarea apometrelor. Aceasta nu a fost
efectuata, ba mai mult, RAJA a amenintat intreruperea apei (...) RAJA a somat ca, in termen de
5 zile, hotelierii sa se prezinte la RAJA pentru semnarea contractelor, impunand clauzele
contractuale, in caz contrar amenintand cu debransarea de la apa (cu toate ca facturile se ridica
la sute de milioane si sunt platite la zi). Mai mult, contractele sunt pe termen nelimitat', se arata
in comunicatul FPTS.
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
