ANAT calculations have shown that three Romanians
spend their vacations in Romania against one Romanian that travels abroad. We want them to
go to Bulgaria too, as our neighbours are promoting themselves very well and undoutably
Romanis have discovered Bulgaria as a destination for all the four seasons.” she said.
